Description:

Access to the shore is gained easterly from
Beavertail Road. There is a parking lot for 4-6
cars with a level footpath, which crosses private
property and leads to the shoreline. The ROW
does not go down to the water. The cove is
surrounded by rock outcroppings and consists of
a sand and cobble beach with surf.

Recommendation from 1999 Report:

This public right of way is fully accessible with
limited parking available. The planks should be
removed from the pathway and replaced by wood
chips. The number of parking spaces could be
increased to 8. This ROW is given a priority
rating of 1.
