Section 1.
The Jamestown Code Of Ordinances, Chapter 42, Parks and Recreation and Chapter 70, Traffic and Vehicles, as the same may have been heretofore amended, is hereby amended by changing the text of the Chapter, as follows:

Exhibit A-Alternate 1
Sec. 42-62. - Parking at Jamestown Shores (or "Head's") Beach.

(a)
Definitions. The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this section, shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this subsection, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning: 

Bona fide resident means any person who has established legal residence in the town. 

Taxpayer means any person owning property and paying local real property taxes of at least $250.00 to the town. 

(b)
Sticker required; issuance. Between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. of each day between May 15 and October 15 of each year, no motor vehicle shall park upon that portion of Jamestown Shores Beach designated by the town council as a parking area unless it displays a current resident sticker or a current nonresident sticker. Nontransferable resident stickers for the privilege of parking motor vehicles upon the parking areas of Jamestown Shores Beach; Mackerel Cove Beach; and Fort Getty shall be issued annually to a bona fide resident or taxpayer, upon payment of the fee specified in appendix C. The applicant for such a sticker shall have the burden of proving such facts that will establish his status as a bona fide resident or taxpayer to the satisfaction of the recreation director. Nontransferable nonresident stickers for the privilege of parking motor vehicles upon the parking area of Jamestown Shores Beach shall be issued annually to a nonresident who is not a taxpayer, upon payment of the fee specified in appendix C. 

(c)
Restrictions. A sticker holder shall be subject to all restrictions and regulations which have been or may be ordered by the town council through the town manager limiting the time for parking, or dealing with any other matter affecting the operation of the beach. 

(d)
Suspension and revocation. A permit issued under the provisions of this division is a revocable privilege and may be suspended at any time by the town administrator. Such suspension shall continue until the next regular or special meeting of the town council when the permit may be revoked or the suspension lifted at the pleasure of the town council.

 Sec. 70-25. - Notice of violation; admission of truth and payment of fines at police station; amounts. 

(a)
Each such police officer shall also attach to such vehicle or tender to the operator of such vehicle written notice that such vehicle has violated a certain provision of such traffic or parking ordinance or of such parking regulations, notifying such person to appear on a day and hour stated in such notice, to answer such charge before the district court of the second division and, except as otherwise provided in this chapter or state law, instead of personally appearing in court, such person may, in person or by  mail one duly authorized by such person in writing, appear at the town police station, admit the truth of such charge and pay to the officer in charge of such police station $15.00 for parking over the posted time, $75 for parking within eight feet of a fire hydrant, $100 for parking within an area designated as handicap parking and $25.00 for all other offenses. except that the fine shall be $75.00 for parking in an area designated as handicap parking and/or parking within eight feet of a fire hydrant. 

(b)
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this section, any violation of section 70-87, with respect to vehicular parking in the East Ferry Wharf, West Ferry Wharf, on Conanicus Avenue between the intersection with High street and the intersection with Hawthorne Road, and boat trailer parking on Conanicus Avenue, Walcott Avenue and Knowles Court, shall be punishable by a fine of $25.00 for the first violation, $50.00 for the second violation, and $75.00 for the third violation. 

(c)
If an appeal or payment is not made within fourteen (14) days, imposed fine shall double. If an appeal or payment is not made with thirty (30) days, imposed fine shall triple.

(d)
Five dollars of every parking fine shall be placed in a segregated account maintained by the finance department. This account shall be maintained exclusively for the purpose of establishing and maintaining municipal parking.

Sec. 70-52. - Stop intersections.

Sec. 70-87. - Prohibited or restricted parking on specified streets. 

On the following streets or portions of streets, parking is prohibited or restricted as indicated, and it shall be unlawful for any person to allow, permit or suffer any vehicle registered in such person's name to stand or park such vehicle in violation of this section: 

….

Beavertail Road, no parking on either side of Beavertail Road south from Fort Getty Road to Beavertail Lighthouse, except in designated parking lot at Hull Cove Farm Road and Beavertail Road. 
Beavertail Road, so-called, no parking on any portion lying between the intersection of Hamilton Avenue and Southwest Avenue with such Beavertail Road and the line crossing Beavertail Road formed by projecting the southerly line of Fort Getty Road, so-called, in an easterly direction. 

… 

Hamilton Avenue, no parking on the south side, entire length either side from its intersection with Southwest Avenue southwesterly along Mackerel Cove Beach to the land now or formerly of W. Paul O'Neill, Jr Resident Recreation Permit required as defined under Section 70-90 on north side between the intersection of Southwest Avenue and Fox Run.

Heads Beach (Jamestown Shores) Parking Area, as permitted pursuant to Section 70-90.

MackerelCove Beach Parking Area, as permitted pursuant to Section 70-90.

Sec. 70-90 Jamestown Resident Recreation Permit Parking Program
(a)
Resident Recreation Permit Parking  - Between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. of each day between May 15 and October 15 of each year, no motor vehicle shall park upon any road or parking area designated under Section 70-87 by the town council as a recreation department permit parking area unless it displays a current Resident Recreation Permit sticker or placard, which may be obtained during regular business hours at the Jamestown Recreation Department. 
 (b)
Restrictions. A Resident Recreation Permit holder shall be subject to all restrictions and regulations which have been or may be ordered by the town council, by and through the town administrator and or recreation department limiting the time for parking, or dealing with any other matter affecting the operation of the beach.

Violations.  Violations and fines for violations shall be enforced pursuant to the provisions of Section 70-24..
